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In today's society where choice and democracy are important

concepts, student-centred learning certainly occupies a position of

interest Several studies on student-centred learning expose it as an

effective approach.

On the Relevence of Student-
Centred Approach of Learning

One of the mostly emphasized and frequently discussed issue in today's
academic world is that students are the center for educational institution and
hence the institutions should for student centred approach. The present Vice-
Chanaellor of our university (Gauhati University) also calls for the same approach.
It therefore. becomes essential to throw light on what the basic feature of the
approach is. The term student-centred learning involves different interpretations
as different terms like flexible, experiential, self directed learning are used to
explain the concept. The concept has been introduced in early 20" century Carl
Rogers, the father of client-centred counseling, is associated with expanding this
approach into a general theory ofeducation. The term student-centred learning
was also associated with the work of Piaget and more recently with Malcolm
Knowles. Rogers in his book 'Freedom to Learn for the 80s', describes the shift
in power from the expert teacher to the student learner, driven by a need fora
change in the traditional environment where in this 'so-called educational
atmosphere, students become passive, apathetic and bored". The paradigm shift
away from teaching to an emphasis on learning has encouraged power to be
moved from the teacher to the student. The teacherfocused/transmission of
information formats, such as lesfturing, have begun to be increasingly criticised
and this has paved the way fora widespread growth of 'student-centred learning’
as an alternative.

The teacher centred or content oriented conception and the student centred
or learning oriented conceptions are two broad orientations in teaching learing
process as described by Kember. Or these orientations he supports the student-
centred view including: that knowledge is constructed by students and that the
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lecturer is a facilitator of learning rather than a presenter
of information. Rogers identified the important
precondition for student-centred learning as the need
for: '...a leader or person who is perceived as an
authority figure in the situation, is sufficiently secure
within herself (himself) and in her (his) relationship to
others that she (he) experiences an essential trust in
the capacity of others to think for themselves, to learn
for themselves'.

Burnard emphasizes Choice in the area of the
learning He interprets Rogers' ideas of student-
centredness as 'students might not only choose what
to study, but how and why that topic might be an
interesting one to study'. He also emphasizes Rogers'
belief that students' perceptions of the word were
important, that they were relevant and appropriate.
This definition therefore emphasises the concept of
students having 'choice’ in their learning. Harden and
Crosby deseribe teacher-centred learning strategies
as the focus on the teacher transmitting knowledge in
contrast, they describe student-centred learning as

focusing on the students' learning and ‘what students
do to achieve this, rather than what the teacher does'.

Student-centred learning includes the followings
tenets:

1. Students are not simply passive recipients but
active learners. Students': involvement and
participation are necessary for learning.

2. It emphasises on deep learning and
understanding, .

The learner experiences confluence in his education
(affective and cognitive domains flow together)

3. It increases responsibility and accountabilit)f ol
the partofthe student, The learner has full responsibility
for her/his learning

4. Ttincreases the sense of autonomy in the learner

5. The relationship between learners is more equal.

6. There is an interdependence between teacher

Othello is a great §
tragedy by world famous {
dramatist william Shakespear. ||
It is universally accepted that £
Shakespear is the most Ll
successful, eminent, versatile
dramatist and almost all
people have the curiosity to
know about his life and
works. He was borni 1564 §
in Stratford, England and he
started his work of play
writing in collaboration with
others and revised old play
before writing his own. He wrote about thirty seven
play including tragedies, comedies, tragi-comedies
and the romances. Apart form his creative genius in
the theatrical part, his poems, sonnets and histories
become a part of English literature. The great
tragedies which are penned by Shakespeare are
'Hamlet' (1602), 'Othello’ (1604), 'Macbeth' (1606)
and 'King lear' in 1606.

'Othello' is the most compart and coharent
tragedy among the four tragedies. The Skeleton of
the story for 'Othello’ is brought from Cinthio's
'Hecatommithio' which is collection of hundred Italian
stories. It has been said that Shakespear didn't care
much for the invention of plot and if he found a story

Moreover he says
Emilia that her husband Jago himself'told him so and
as an instant proof should him the handkerchief which
Desdemona had presented to Cassio. Emilia then
realises the full valliany of her husband Jago.
Meanwhile lodovico, Gratianio, Jago all come upon
the scene and Emillia tells them the full story and at
last the truth comes to the light. Than Othello's grief
and despair become terrible to behold and he stabs
himself with his own sword and falls by the side of
Desdemona and expires upon a kiss. Cassio's
concluding speech is the best, which sums up the
whole character of Othello in brief- "for her was

great of heart". This is the brief summary of the
tragedy 'Othello’.

The author of this topic is not a genius to
analyse the tragedy of the greatest dramatist William
Shakespear. Many critics have seen offering their
views regarding 'Othelo’ as a tragedy. It is called a
domestic tragedy as the tragedy is rooted in the love
relation of a husband and wife as it apparent to us
that both the hero and the heroine are lovers.
Moreover it is also called a tragedy with intrigue as
the drama runs with the intrigue made by Jago. So
it is vivid that as a tragedy 'Othello’ has various
destinctive features. It is the briefust and best
constructed among the Shakespearian tragedies. In
other tragedies the action is placed in a distant period
and the characters are separated from contemporary
world. But as a modern drama when it appears, it
was a drama almost of contemporary life and the
characters are also taken form the contemporary
world 'Othello’ is the only tragedy in which the hero
is not a king or a prince. Moreover he is not even
an English man or a European but a Negro. 'Othello’
is most poetic although all the tragedies by
Shakespeare are imbued with intense poetry. 'Othello’
alone has some element of the domestic tragedy and
its scope is limited within a family cinole involving
some other persons.

Sexual jealousy more exciting subject which
takes a prominent role in 'Othello’. It brings a sense
of shame and humiliation and convert human nature
which almost vivid on Othello. It also hives the blow
to Desdemona as she is treated as the inmate brothel.
Here suffering is most intoterable as her nature is
inquisitily sweet and her love for Othello is pure.

Intrigue also holds a prominent role in 'Othello’
on which the action and catastrophe have to depend.
Jago's intrigue is Jago's characters without him the
plot would not have been marched.

In a nutshell, 'Othello’ contains all the features
of Shakespearion tragedy but for its distinct features
'Othello’ earns overwhelming popularity throughout
the age and it is still read and will be read forever.

(e) The maladjusted worker: The maladjusted
worker is a form of individual disorganization. The
way a man makes his living is an important aspect of
his life. Many important group relationships occur on
the job or in direct connection with. The maladjusted
worker, who can't adjust his duty.

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(f) The working women: The role of women in
society is still defined largely in their functions as wife
and mother. And many women wish to be recognized
as persons as well as members of their own sex.
Anything which interfuse with women's biological and
sex roles produces a certain amount of social
disorganization.

(g) The child Labours: The child labours are
also forms of individual disorganization. The
disorganization aspects of child labour may be
clesrified asthe physical hazard, the mentel handicags

of early employment and moral dangers. All these are
subjected to personal injuries which leads them to
disorganization personality.

(h) The mentally disorganization: A sizeable
share of persons, who fail to adjust according to the
definition of normal fall into the classification of mentally
disorganized. Thus classification is further divided into
(a) the mentally deficient, (b) The mentally ill. Both
the mentally deficient and mentally ill persons are
regarded as disorganized individuals.

(i) The suicide: The suicide is a form of
individual disorganization. In western society suicide
is the final and irreversible climax of personal
disorganization. It is the last stage in the sluices of
progressive changes in attitudes, from a blind and
unthinking love of life to a desire to escape from life.

(2) Family Disorganization:

The family is composed of husband, wife and
children in the basic biological and social unit in our
society. The modern family is the nuclear family rather
than the larger kith and group. When the mutual
understanding between the husband and wife break
down, then the family disorganization occurs. So,a
family becomes disorganized for the lack of cordial
relationship between husband and wife.

There are various forms disoganization in our
society. The major family disorganizations are—

(a) Family tensions: Family tensions are
involved between husband and wife. There are other
family tensions in a family. These are between parent
and children and between daughter in law and mother
in law etc.

(b) Desertion: Desertion is a form of family
disorganization.
